As
the majority of the population carries cell phones, all you need to do is store tihe number of a
contact or persons who should be contacted during emergency under the name "LLC.E."

A paramedic who found that when he went to the scenes of accidents, there were always cell
phones with patients, but they did not know which number to call, thought up the idea. He
therefore thought that it would be a good idea if there were a nationally recognized name for this
purpose. In a emergency, Emergency Service personnel and hospital staff would be able to quickly
contact the right person by simply dialing the number you have stored as OB

For more than one contact name, simply enter ICE1, ICE2 and ICE3, etc. A great idea that will
make a difference. I.C.E. will speak for you when you are not able to.
